In these parables and stories about 
Jesus, God wants to show us our 
hearts.
In this story we will see Jesus display 
the lavish love of His heart.



What if everyone here knew the worst 
thing about you?



➢ A focused party crasher (vs36-38)
Somewhere this woman had 
encountered Jesus before and her 
life had been profoundly changed.



This woman was intent on simply  
pouring out her love.



1.  Her tears fell on His feet.
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➢ An outwardly religious man’s 
contempt (v39)
1.  For the woman

“What nerve SHE has coming to 
my house!”



2.  For Jesus 
“He’s no prophet!”



When we become filled with an   
inflated sense of our own     
righteousness, we’re apt to miss 
out on what God is doing. 



➢ Jesus speaks truth we need to hear
1.  To Simon (vs40-47)



“Which of them will love him 
more?”  (v42)

“I suppose the one who had the  
bigger debt canceled.” (v43)



Jesus used Simon’s own words to 
convict him.



“I tell you, her many sins have been 
forgiven—for she loved much.  But 
he who has been forgiven little loves 

little.”  (v47)



2.  To the woman
“Your sins are forgiven.” (v48)
“Who is this who even forgives 
sins?”  (v49)



“Your faith has saved you; go in
peace.”  (v50)



If the enemy can’t have your soul, he 
will do his very best to harden your
heart like Simon’s.  Don’t let him.  
Pour out your love on Jesus like this
FORGIVEN woman did.
